GOING INSIDE DARK JUSTICE AS PAEDOPHILE HUNTING DUO BEGIN WORK ON FILM 

PRESS RELEASE SUMMARY

Exactly four years to the day since they started, the UK’s most prolific paedophile hunters, Dark Justice, have announced they are working on a feature length documentary project entitled Inside Dark Justice with filmmaker Neil Jackson and Diverge Pictures.

Evidence obtained by Newcastle based ‘Scott’ and ‘Callum’ through their operations across the UK have seen eighty-four people convicted of offences relating to the sexual grooming of children since October 2014.

The film, due for release in 2019, will challenge the current way the criminal justice system deals with paedophiles and ‘Scott’ and ‘Callum’ will search for answers and a better solution. 

It will also show the very real dilemma ‘Scott’ and ‘Callum’ are struggling with.

Having always kept their faces and real identities hidden should they finally reveal themselves, despite the very real dangers associated with doing so?

  
As part of the project the filmmakers will work with ‘Scott’ and ‘Callum’ to create educational resources endorsed by Dark Justice that will be available for free to help keep more children safe from sexual predators online.

Dark Justice always inform the police. ‘We do everything within the law, ’ says ‘Callum’. ‘We are not interested in just outing suspects – we want to provide evidence that is put before a court.’

‘Scott’ and ‘Callum’ say that the national picture has become far more dangerous since Channel 4 made ‘The Paedophile Hunter’ with Stinson Hunter five years ago. 
‘It’s completely different now,’ says ‘Scott’, ‘the grooming is happening on Facebook, and anywhere else children hang out. Far more real kids are at risk and being preyed on.’ 

The pattern across the country is of the police being overwhelmed by the quantity of work. 
This has led to the emergence of increasingly militant vigilante groups. ‘They will set people up and then stream confrontations live on You Tube, ‘says ‘Callum’ ‘it can be very uncomfortable to watch. These people are being condemned – and often attacked on camera – without going before a court.’ 

‘We’re really excited to be working with Neil along with Diverge Pictures on this’ says ‘Scott’. 
‘Callum’ adds ‘They’ve spent two years getting to know us and how we work before even switching a camera on so there’s a huge amount of trust there already.’

Neil Jackson makes the point ‘There is massive potential here that we can actually make a difference with this film. There undoubtedly is a growing problem that unless something changes will only get worse. These lads are experts in their field with a track record of working within the law to get sex offenders off the streets. Who better to ask where we’re going wrong and how we can fix it?’

‘At the end of the day we would much rather prevent this kind of stuff happening at all. It’s no fun catching these people. That’s why the idea of helping put together some educational resources really appealed to us’ says ‘Scott’.
